A person who sets out to make a list of negative things about any institution will surely be
able to find many items for this list.

The secret is to remain objective if you want
a realistic picture.

All parents wish only the best for their children and the choice of a secondary school is
surely one of the most important choices to make. In the town of Lephalale, options are
limited and should an alternative school than the local ones be considered, it might mean
sending your children to another town for the remainder of their school careers. True to
human nature, the experience of their high school years will differ from child to child and
parent to parent. It is important to consider all aspects of high school life as well as those
of society, as far as the character of one’s own children are concerned and not based on the
experiences of others. Will my child necessarily be better off elsewhere, or can he/she very
well make a success of any high school environment? ‘School problems’ are pretty much
the same everywhere and the same goes for ‘teenage’ problems.

Before you make this very important decision, please consider the following:

NO SCHOOL IS ONLY GOOD OR ONLY BAD.

a. Financial benefits: these are surely the most common benefits. A child away from home
unavoidably means more travelling, extra accommodation fees, etc. — a situation which
might not be the case when the child stays in the parental home.

Psychological and formative benefits: a child who appears to be totally self-confident
and mature in grade 7 might, when without the support of the parental home, prove
to be more dependent than parents may have realised. Children who do not cope in
these situations often suffer from severe depression according to experts who treat
many of these children. Especially when problems typically associated with teenage
years and peer-pressure occur, the child may need a parent’s emotional support at very
short notice, and distance might then prove problematic. According to a parent who
initially considered sending her child to another town, the issues her daughter raised
during her high school career made her realise that she as mother was still the best
person to answer her child’s questions and concerns.

Other benefits:

- Support system: the emotional support and security provided by the parents are
priceless

- Medical care: any medical emergency will be better handled by a parent than a
relative stranger.

- Discipline and school work: not all teenagers are responsible enough to handle
the ‘freedom’ of not being under the guiding eye of a parent to ensure that a child
works responsibly.

- Church membership. Children who go to school in one town, but go home over
weekends might find it difficult to build up a relationship with the minister and
congregation where they will be confirmed.

25. EXAMS GRADE 8 TO GRADE 12

End of First term: Grade 8 - 12 mini-exam

End of second term: Grade 8 - 12 exam and tests.

Third term: Gr 8 — 11 - only tests. Grade 12 tests and trial exams.

APPEARANCE OF BOYS

Hairstyles

*  Boys’ hair must be short, clean and neat at all times.

*  Hair must be cut in simple style. No strange or unusual hairstyles allowed. This includes
attachments/extensions (‘dreadlocks’), ‘Mohawks’, ‘mullets’, parrot styles’, ‘steps’, ‘afro’
or ‘undercuts’. Only one partition may be cut/combed into the hair.

*  Hair may not hang lower than 2cm above the eyebrows when combed forward (fringes).

Hair may not touch the collar at the back and must be shaven short and shaven upwards

i.e. thinned out from top to bottom (no ‘square cut’).

No patterns/designs may be shaven into the hair.

Hair must be cut along the hairline in the neck and the neck must be clean-shaven.

Bald heads are allowed.

Hair on the side of the head may not touch the ears or hang over the ears.

Sideburns must be short and neat, thinned out/tapered and not stretch lower than the
top of the ears.

Hair may not be coloured, bleached or highlighted.

Hair at the top of the head may not be longer than 3cm if worn upright. (Also see
point 3). Hair may not stand up with or without the help of any hair products (‘gel’).

Wear a clean, neat school uniform every day.

Boys must be clean-shaven every day and boys who are not will be sent home to
shave before they will be allowed back at the school. Moustaches must also be shaven
off completely.

Nails must be clean and clipped short. No pinkie or other nail may be longer than the
rest.

No jewellery may be worn on the body or head and will be confiscated if it is worn.
Confiscated jewellery will only be returned to learners at the end of the term.
Beanies/hats will be confiscated immediately and kept until the end of the term.
Only standard-sized watches without elaborate designs may be worn and no ‘Smart

APPEARANCE OF GIRLS

Hair must always be clean, combed and neat.

Once hair hangs below the upper edge of the collar, it must be tied back in one or two
ponytails or one or two braids.

Hair elastic bands and hair clips must fit in with the school colours and may only be
bottle green/white/dark brown/black without any decorations (stone, pictures, etc.)
Hair globules or hair ribbons may only be bottle green or white. Alice bands or elastic
bands may only be bottle green/white/dark brown/black and may not be decorated
or coloured. They may not be wider than 2cm and may only be worn on top of the head,
above the hairline and not on the forehead.

A fringe may not hang over the eyes. As soon as a fringe hangs lower than 1cm above
the eyebrows, it has to be clipped back so that both eyes are visible.

Loose hair next to the face or hooked behind the ear is not allowed. This hair must be
tied or clipped back with the prescribed items.

No strange or unusual hair styles which will result in the girl’s appearance not being
neat are allowed. No extreme hairstyles (e.g. an Afro extending more than 4cm from
the head) are allowed.

Hair must be uniformly styled and not, e.g. hang lower on one side than the other. No
patterns may be shaven into the hair.

Cornrows are allowed but must be uniform and may not touch the collar. Should they
touch the collar, they must be tied back.

No hair products may be used to make hair stand up.

Only natural hair colour and shades of the original hair colour as bleached by the sun
are allowed but only one shade lighter/darker than the original colour. No stripes or
attachments in contrasting colours to the original hair colour are allowed.
